SciTech High School is located in the business district of downtown Harrisburg.  It is a college preparatory, four-year high school enrolling approximately 400 students in grades 9 through 12.  Students are admitted through an application process and expected to complete a rigorous college prep curriculum that includes Honor-level, AP, and College courses.  

Advanced Placement courses are offered in Spanish, French, Calculus AB, English, and Psychology.  All other coursework must be completed at the Honors-level.  

SciTech’s academic program is organized on a block schedule, with students earning an average of 4 credits each semester.
